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The month of October is nationally
known as Domestic Violence
Awareness Month (DVAM).

In 1981, the National Coalition
Against Domestic Violence
(NCADV) formed the Day of Unity,
hosted the first Monday of October
each year. Many communities
across the nation host events to
celebrate the courage of survivors
and mourn those whose lives have
been taken due to domestic vio-
lence.

DVAM was officially named in
October of 1987. That date marks
the establishment of the first na-
tional toll-free hotline. Since its
inception, the hotline has helped
survivors of domestic violence
connect with local resources.

In 1994, the NCADV and Ms.
Magazine partnered to created the

“Remember My Name” project.
Yearly, NCADV publishes a poster
listing the names of people in Amer-
ica who have died as a result of do-
mestic violence. For more informa-
tion visit www.ncadv.org.

The purpose of DVAM is to educate
community members about the per-
vasiveness of domestic violence. It
takes an entire community end vio-
lence. The Network participates in
DVAM as a way to unite our commu-
nity to reach that end.

In October, The Network will host
the 2nd Annual campaign “Paint the
Town Purple”. Downtown busi-
nesses are invited to participate by
decorating their store fronts in pur-
ple, the official domestic violence
awareness color. If you are inter-
ested in participating, please call us
at 586-7689 for more information.

The Network will be available to give
presentations about domestic vio-
lence and how to help a co-worker
or friend if they are in an abusive
relationship. We look forward to
October and the 2008 Domestic
Violence Awareness Month.

On Thursday, April 24, 2008,
an estimated 200 people at-
tended the annual Take Back
The Night (TBTN) silent
march and rally in Bozeman.
Participants met at The Boze-
man Court House and were
greeted by Patrick Fradette
and Erin Manning, CO-
Presidents of the Montana
State University's (MSU) Stu-
dents Against Sexual Assault
(SASA) group. Crowd mem-
bers received a message
about the sexual assault sta-
tistics at Montana State Uni-
versity and across the United
States. Fradette and Manning
spoke of their appreciation for
the 2008 TBTN participants
and their stance against sex-
ual assault in our community.

Participants began the silent
march down Main Street and
continued south down Wilson

Avenue, west on Grant
Street, ending at Student Un-
ion Building on the MSU cam-
pus. During the 1.2 mile
march, participants held signs
expressing no tolerance for
sexual violence. Passershy
honked their horns, yelled,
and waved in support of the
cause to end sexual abuse.

Speakers at the rally included
Dustin Stoltz (Men Stopping
Rape), Betsy Danforth
(MSU’'s Women’s Center Di-
rector), and Emily M. Tofte
(Executive Director of The
Network). Speakers ex-
pressed ways in which all
community can participate to
prevent future sexual vio-
lence.

A former MSU student and
VOICE Center Volunteer
spoke about her experi-
ence as a domestic vio-
lence and sexual assault
survivor. Her soft words
spoke in deafening vol-
ume to each person in
the ball room. Her tears
showed the horrific ef-
fects violence can have

on an individual, their family
and friends. When she fin-
ished her story and thanked
the crowd for attending, she
received a standing ovation
for her incredible strength and
courage in sharing her story.

A mother from the Bozeman
community spoke of the as-
sault her daughter had experi-
enced. She spoke of the hurt,
anger and helplessness she
felt and continues to feel each
day.
